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1.0 EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

1.1 INTRODUCTION

The Construction Industry Development Authority (CIDA) has been established as the
successor to the Institute for Construction Training and Development (ICTAD) under the
provisions of the Construction Industry Development Act No. 33 of 2014

1.2  VISION, MISSION AND OBJECTIVES

VISION

“A reliable and competent construction industry in Sri Lanka, on par with global standards”

MISSION

“To provide strategic leadership to the construction industry, by ensuring dynamic and
professional industry services through a national construction policy, regulations, capacity
building, development and the promotion of quality standards to meet local and global
requirements for sustainable national development”.

OBJECTIVES

The “Long Title” of the Construction Industry Development Act No.33 of 2014 reflects the
overall Goals and Objectives of the Construction Industry Development Authority as follows:

“An act to provide for the development of the Construction Industry in Sri Lanka; To Regulate,
Register, Formalize and Standardize the Activities of the Construction Industry; to provide for
the establishment of the National Advisory Council on Construction; The establishment of the
Construction Industry Development Authority and the establishment of the Construction
Industry Development Fund and the Fund of the Construction Industry Development
Authority; to provide measures for the improvement and wellbeing of the Industry related
professionals, manufacturers, suppliers, contractors, and craftsmen; and for the settlement of
disputes related to construction activities; to ensure public safety in the Construction Industry
of Sri Lanka; and for matters connected therewith or incidental thereto.”
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1.3 KEY FUNCTIONS

e  To ensure the implementation of the national policy on construction in keeping with the
directions issued by the Hon. Minister.

e To provide strategic leadership to the stakeholders of the construction industry to
stimulate sustainable growth, reform, and improvement of the construction sector

e  To register and renew such registration of the stakeholders of the construction industry as
may be prescribed from time to time

e  To promote sustainable growth of the construction industry with special attention to the
design and development of energy efficient buildings and structures

e  To promote appropriate research and dissemination and publication of research work on
any matter relating to the construction industry and its development

@ To formulate, in consultation with other relevant authorities, the standards in construction
industry and categorize such standards as compulsory and voluntary standards.

e To implement the Codes of conduct, practices, procedures and processes and
documentations relating to construction industry as being formulated by the Authority.

The Corporate Plan has been prepared covering all the functions spelt out in the Act ensuring
the implementation of them within the said time frame. The Annual Implementation Plan for
the year 2019 was prepared following the Construction Industry Development Policy,
Construction Industry Development Act and Corporate Plan prepared for the period of 2020 —
2024.

The activities planned to be implemented in the year 2021 together with the time targets and
expected revenue from each activity and the progress achieved, have been detailed under the
respective divisions.
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1.5 MAIN DIVISIONS OF CIDA

The Construction Industry Development Authority (CIDA) carries out its functions through four
operational divisions as mentioned below and each division is headed by the Director.

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2.0 PROGRESS AND THE FUTURE OUTLOOK
2.1 INDUSTRY SERVICES DIVISION

The Industry Services Division facilitates and regulates the construction industry by publishing
Technical Specifications, Standard Bidding Documents and Bulletin of Construction Statistics,
providing advisory services on technical and procurement issues, facilitating alternative dispute
resolution procedures, conducting technical auditing, conducting researches on construction
economics, registering and monitoring of Adjudicators, maintaining register of Identified
Construction Works. This division provides services to the stake holders of the construction
industry, such as Clients, Consultants, Contractors, Policy Makers, Investors, Planers etc. leading to
the development of construction industry by regularizing, harmonizing, systematizing of
construction activities making the construction industry effective and efficient.

The Industry Services Division consists of two sub divisions. They are Advisory Services and
Construction Economics.

a)  Advisory Services

Advisory Services is a combination of technical, economic and construction expertise covering
capital and recurrent works. Both public and private sector Clients increasingly look for clearer
interpretation and advice on contractual matters while our mandate is to improve the construction
industry.

Following activities have been carried out by Advisory Services sub division during the year 2021.

o Registration of pool of Adjudicators for providing dispute resolutions services.

List of Adjudicators was published on the CIDA Web site since the year 2016. As per the
Construction Industry Development Act, it is required to register Adjudicators. A gazette has been
finalized on 2019 and 57 No’s of Adjudicators Registered with the Authority.

14 no’s of Adjudicators have been appointed during the year 2021 on the request of parties to the
contract.

B Registration of Quality Management Auditors- Six no’s of QMA, s Renewed in year 2021.

. Appointing Mediators for the conflict resolution Services & providing advisory services to
the Construction Industry.

The Division provides advisory services on Bidding Documents, Contract Administration, Dispute
Resolutions, and CIDA Formula on Price Fluctuation, CIDA Standard Bidding Documents,
Technical Standards, Technical Specifications and Guidelines etc.

A large number of Contractors as well as Government Institutions who faced contractual disputes
related to above mentioned areas sought advice verbal & written from the division. 3000 no’s of
Advisory Services in relation to the matters mentioned above have been provided in the year 2021.
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Following Mediations were conducted during the year 2021.

e Awareness programs in 25 districts through District Coordinators to enhance the capacity of
construction industry. District Coordinators are placed in 17 districts to carry out the CIDA
activities as follows;

CIDA Registration (Reg. Below C7, Renewal, Upgrading), Site Visit (Dengue awareness visit,
Largest project visit etc.), Advisory Services, Conducting Seminars, Craft Registration (NCASL
& DS office visit), Shrama Sikuru Skill Development programme, CIDA representative for
District Committee meeting, Respond online to urgent office work & Special duties which assign
the Head office (Bulletin data collection, construction material shortage survey etc.)

b) Construction Economics

Construction Economics is the process of economizing construction process from project initiation to
completion ensuring practical and sustainable financial decisions are made throughout the project.

Following activities have been carried out by Construction Economics sub division during the Year
2021

*  Preparation, publication processing and revision Specifications, standard documents, standard
bidding documents, required for identified construction activities to enable local Construction
Constructors in the Sri Lankan construction industry to become international brands.

Documents published in 2021 were;
1. Health and Immunity Enhancement Guidelines for COVID 19 and Dengue,
2. The Way Forward After COVID 19,
3. Construction Green Guide an Environmental Guide to the Construction Stage of Building
Projects,
4. Guidelines of Green Material Rating for Construction Industry
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Advising on procurement strategies for construction and maintenance work and engagement of
consultants, experts and institutions in special assignments.

Graded the Building Materials, Components and Processes in greenery in collaboration with the
Institute of Architects, the Institute of Engineering, Universities and other Institutions to develop
the necessary construction plans to enable Sri Lanka to become a local brand in the construction
industry internationally.

Standardization the construction industry stakeholders by publishing a monthly bulletin on
fluctuation of building materials

The prices of materials, labour wages, and plant hire rates were collected, checked and analyzed
for preparing of indices. This bulletin is mainly used for the calculation of price fluctuation in
construction projects. 12 No’s of bulletins were published in the CIDA web site free of charge.

Conduct three stakeholders meeting to the industry and take necessary steps to safeguard the
contractors due to the sudden hike of material prices in the construction industry, Conduct
Ministry Meeting with Consumer Affairs Authority and Finance Ministry, submitted Cabinet
paper to mandate the use of price fluctuation formula for projects which the duration greater than
three months.
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2.2 DEVELOPMENT DIVISION

i NATIONAL REGISTRATIONAND GRADING SCHEME FOR CONSTRUCTION
CONTRACTORS

Registration and grading is a screening process for the capabilities of prospective contractors to
determine their general ability to undertake different types and sizes of projects without reference to
any specific contract. Registration and grading will be determined by examining the technical and
financial status of the contractor.

Target of registration of construction contractors for the year 2021 was 3500 and the achievement
was 2563 nos. This includes new registrations, upgrading and renewal of registration.

e Online registration — enhancement proposal

A Proposal has been approved granting funds for the enhancement of online registration

e Survey on Covid-19 Safety at Construction Sites

A survey was done through District Coordinating Officers (DCOs) to analyze the situation on Covid-
19 adaptation of construction sites. 700 responses were received in this.

e Moratorium for Registration for Contractors

A Moratorium for Registration for Contractors has granted for 06 months from 01.05.2021 due to
Covid-19 situation. 1218 no. contractors were benefitted from this period.

e Relaxation of Water Supply Sector Contractor registration

A relaxation was given to Water Supply Sector Contractors making it possible for C1 contractors to
apply for large projects over Rs. 1500 (mn.) which is their top designated limit.

ii. REGISTRATION OF PROPERTY DEVELOPERS

The objectives of the Registration of Property Developers is to streamline the property development
Industry in order to fulfill the needs of the stakeholders, improve the end user satisfaction and
investor confidence, and reduce disputes and building up the image of the industry.

Process & progress up to now

As per the Construction Industry Act No. 33 of 2014 and under the provisions of Section No. 42, the
regulations and the subsequent Gazette No. 2181 / 21 have been published on 25" June 2020.

Only 10 nos. Property Developers have been registered for the year 2021.

Due to the slow enrollment of Property Developers, awareness letters have been sent to all
prospective developers requesting them to adhere to the requirement. Also letters were sent to 341

8
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Local Government Authorities requesting to include CIDA registration Mandatory as well as a
national requirement as a priority concern in their approval process.

Property Developer — Policy proposal by Department of International trade & Policy
A requirement to include “Real Estate Agents” to the Property Developer Registration was received
from the Department of Trade and Investment Policy. A preliminary study was done and reported to

the line Ministry.

iii. TEMPORARY REGISTRATION OF FOREIGN CONTRACTORS

Registration and employment of foreign contractors are regularized by the section 39 of the
Construction Industry Development Act No 33 of 2014, and subsequent gazette notification 2085/19
of 23rd August 2018. The criterion which had been duly approved by the Board of Directors was
prepared by a committee representing all stakeholders, in the year 2016.

In order to register the contractors who have already commenced projects at the time of releasing the
gazette notification, a fair mechanism shall also be introduced without adhering to stringent
requirements.

Targeted registration on Foreign Contractors for the year 2021 was 17. However 23 Nos. of Foreign
Contractors were registered during this period under review despite pandemic situation.

iv. REGISTRATION OF QUALIFIED PERSON/FIRMS

Construction Industry Development Authority (CIDA), Legal Successor to ICTAD, as the regulatory
authority of the construction Industry is mandated to maintain a register of Qualified Persons and
practices namely local and foreign contexts to promote the Standards of professionalism as per the
section no. 26 and 33 of the Construction Industry Development Act No. 33 of 2014.

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Introduction

Construction Equipment Operator Training College provides training on construction equipment
such as crawler tractors, loaders, excavators, motor graders etc. with special reference to their
safety, basic maintenance and operating techniques. OTC has a fleet of 62 Nos. of construction
equipment and sufficient number of Training Officers and Demonstrators.

About 70% of the training time is allocated for practical training to give hands-on skills to the
trainees and the balance 30% is confined to theory. Some construction equipment are hired out for
generating income while providing on-the-job training to the trainees.

OTC training programmes consist of institutional training as mentioned above and on-the-job
training when construction projects in progress. A trainee who get at least three months OJT after
completion of institutional training are eligible for NVQ. OTC is recognized by NAITA for
facilitating NVQ tests for Construction Equipment Operators.

The following training courses are presently conducted at OTC.

2. Multi-Skilled Construction Equipment Operator
(Sapiri Yanthra Niyamaka — SAYANI)

SAYANI has specially designed for providing operators with skills to operate more than 10
types of construction equipment.

It is expected high
output with less overhead in construction sites and consistent services. This is a 100% free,
government funded program which develops up to 1000 multi-skilled construction equipment
operator annually. The pilot program successfully completed with 42 operators output in 2021
and it is planned to achieve target output in the next year.

Development of Training Infrastructure

As the technology develops, new construction equipment also comes with advanced control systems

and more functionality. The operators need knowledge and skills on those modern equipment.

Therefore OTC is updating the its construction equipment fleet modern technology. A backhoe

loader with advanced control systems is added to the equipment fleet in 2021 as a step of its long

term development project.

Construction Equipment Hiring

Construction Equipment hiring is an additional service provided by the Operator Training College.
It generates more income also to the college. Training is the first priority to use the existing machine
fleet and idling machines are hired when available.

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2.5 CONSTRUCTION EQUIPMENT MAINTENANCE UNIT

The Construction Equipment Maintenance & Management Training unit of Electro Mechanical
Services division of CIDA, Construction Equipment Training Centre (CETRAC), is located at No.
17, D P Wjesinghe Mawatha, Pelawatta, Battaramulla. The CETRAC is well equipped to conduct
training courses on repair maintenance & management of construction equipment. Training courses
for Project & Maintenance Managers, Mechanical Engineers, Workshop Superintendents, Workshop
Supervisors, Senior Mechanics, Mechanics, Mechanic helpers & School leavers are conducted at
CETRAC.

1.0 CETRAC TRAINING PROGRAMMES

CETRAC training programmes for maintenance of Construction Equipment were initially developed
with the assistance of Japanese experts during the period from October 1996 to September 2001.
CETRAC basically provides training on construction equipment maintenance and management.
CIDA has initiated to conduct Building Service Engineering Training programmes also at CETRAC.

2.0 Courses for new entrants to the industry

It was decided to develop and conduct more vocational training courses for early school leavers to
help solving the unemployment problem of the youth. Accordingly, the following courses were
conducted in the year 2021.

3.0 The Construction Equipment Technician Course

The Construction Equipment Technical-training course is conducted in collaboration with National
Apprenticeship and Industrial Training Authority (NAITA). It is a two-year course consisting of 12
months institutional training at CETRAC and 12 months on-the-job training in the industry. School
leavers with G C E (O/L) are eligible to follow this training course. This training course covers all
aspects of repair and maintenance of modern construction equipment. The annual intake is 120
trainees.

These trainees are provided with free accommodation, course material, workshop facilities, uniforms,
meals at concessionary rates & safety gear etc. during the training period. Almost all the ex-trainees
of this programme are gainfully employed locally, as well as abroad. Some of them have established
their own workshops for repair and maintenance of construction equipment.
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Trainees successfully completing this programme are awarded the NVQ level 4 certificate.
4.0 FURTHER TRAINING COURSES FOR SKILL UPGRADING OF EMPLOYEES

Further training courses have been designed to update the technical knowledge of mechanics,
supervisors and managers involved in repair, maintenance and management of construction
equipment. The trainee in-take is limited to 12 per batch in order to pay individual attention to each
trainee. Adequate experience in the relevant fields is required to follow these courses.

4.1 Training Programmes for Junior Mechanics

These training programmes have been designed to
update the knowledge and skills of junior
mechanics employed in construction equipment
repair shops. Two to five year experience is
required to follow these courses. The courses have
been divided into different modules to enable the
employers to send their mechanics to any selected
module, depending on their training needs. Some of
these modules, such as Hydraulics and
Mechatronics are in high demand in the industry
and therefore, sometimes extra courses have to be
conducted on these modules.

4.2  Training Programmes for Senior Mechanics

These advanced training programmes have
been designed to update the knowledge and
skills of senior mechanics and train them on
fault diagnosing and rectification. Mechanics
having more than five years experience are
eligible to attend this course. These training
courses consist of 6 different modules to
enable the employers to send their mechanics
to any selected module, depending on their
training needs. The module, Hydraulics and
Mechatronics are in high demand in the
industry and therefore, sometimes additional courses have to be conducted on these modules.

4.3  Training Programmes for Supervisors

The supervisory training programmes have been designed to enhance the knowledge of workshop
supervisors responsible for maintenance of construction equipment. Supervisors having two years
relevant experience are enrolled for these courses.
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4.4  Training Programme for Engineers / Managers

These training programmes have been designed to enhance the knowledge of Engineers, Workshop
Managers and Project Managers who are involved in utilization and maintenance of construction
equipment.

The training course, Utilization of Construction Equipment, is designed to provide technical
knowledge to Civil Engineers and Project Managers on maintenance and utilization of construction
equipment. Engineers having two years experience are enrolled for this course.

The training course, Maintenance of Construction Equipment, is designed to provide technical
knowledge to Mechanical Engineers and front-line managers responsible for repairs and maintenance
of construction equipment. The participants should have two years experience to follow this course.

4.5  Training Programmes for Ancillary Staff

Usually, the Stores / Supply / Project Staff working for the construction industry do not have
opportunities for systematic training. This has lead to various operational problems hindering the
smooth functioning of equipment repair shops. These training programmes were developed to cater to
this training need.

4.6 Building Services Engineering Training Programmes

CETRAC has conducted several programmes for Engineers and Architectures in the field of Building
Services Engineering.

There are few training courses designed to cover this building services required to maintain
commercial buildings. They cover Fire Protection systems, Electrical systems, Air conditioning &
Ventilation Systems, Water Supply & Drainage Systems etc.

4.7 Customer Oriented Training Programmes

With the experience gained, CETRAC has been able to cater successfully various and specific
demand in training by developing customized training programmes to address the changing demand
in the country.

<> Registration of Construction Craftsman and Issuance of Craft Identity Cards

According to CID Act no. 33 of 2014, all the Construction Craftsmen engaged in identified
construction projects should be registered with CIDA and posses a Craft Identity Card. The Act has
provisions relating to the registration of “Skilled Persons” in order to develop and upgrade their skill
level and to bestow them the due recognition in the Construction Industry.
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Registration is carried out under the following two main areas.

I.  Skilled Construction Craftsman
II.  Construction site Supervisors, Middle Level Technical Officers and other professionals in the
Construction Industry

The Craft Identity Cards are to be issued to Skilled Construction Craftsmen identified under 11 nos.
craftsmen categories such as ; Construction Craftsman (Masonry), Electrician, Wood Craftsman
(Building),  Plumber, Wood Craftsman (Furniture), Bar Bender, Tile Layer, Welder, Painter
(Buildings), Aluminum Fabricator and any other emerging crafts . The cards are awarded in two
main grades as Craftsman & Master Craftsman. More than 18,000 applications have already received
for this registration and for obtaining craftsman Identity cards. Relevant regulations have already
been published and finalizing the rules is currently in progress. Official registration of craftsmen will
commence as soon as relevant rules are published.

1. Corporate Information

1.1 Reporting Entity

The Institute for Construction Training and Development (ICTAD) has been transformed into construction
Industry Development Authority (CIDA) through Construction industry Development Act.No:33 of 2014.
Presently CIDA is functioning legal successor to ICTAD.

The Construction Industry Development Authority (CIDA) was established as a Public Corporation under the
provision of the Construction Industry Development Act No: 33 of 2014 enacted by the Parliament of the
Democratic Socialist Republic of sir Lanka. The Construction Industry Development Act came into operation
on the 29thDecember 2014 (referred to as the appointment date) which was appointed by the Oder published
in the Gazette Extra Ordinary No: 1896/19 of 6th January 2015 under Section 1 of the said Act No: 33 of
2014.The CIDA coming under the purview of State Ministry of Rural Housing and Construction & Building
Materials Industries Promotion and the registered office of the CIDA is located at “savsiripaya”.No
123’ Wijerama Mawatha, Colombo 07.

1.2 Principal Activities and Nature of Operations

The Mission of CIDA is Development, facilitation and regulation of training, expertise and quality assurance
in the Construction Industry within the frame work of national policies aspirations in pursuit of technological,
economical and social progress upliftment of our Country.

1.3 Number of Employees
The number of employees of the CIDA as at 31th December 2021 amounted 240. The comparative figure for
the year 2020 was 257.

1.4 Financial Year
The Financial year of the CIDA is the 12 months period ended by 31th December 2021.

2. Significant of Accounting Policies

2.1 Basis of preparation of Financial Statements.
The Financial Statements of the CIDA have been prepared in Sir Lanka Rupees on a historical cost basis and
presented in Sir Lankan Rupees.

2.2 Statement of Compliance

The Financial Statements of the CIDA have been prepared in accordance with the Sri Lanka public Sector
Accounting Standards (SLPSAS) & Sri Lanka Accounting standards of institute of Chartered Accounts of Sri
Lanka are also followed for areas which are not covered by the SLPSAS.
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2.3 Assests and Basis of Valuation

2.3.1. Property, Plant and Equipment are recorded at cost less depreciation in the financial statement. The cost
of property plant and Equipment are the revaluation value or cost of purchase with any incidental expenses.

2.3.2 The provision for depreciation is calculated by using the straight-line method on the cost of all property
plant and equipment, in order to write off such amounts over the following estimated useful lives by equal
installments.

The deprecation charges are determined separately for each significant part of an item of Property, plant and
Equipment and begin to depreciate when it is available for use. Depreciation is not providing for freehold

2.4 Inventories
Inventories consist of spare parts, maintenance items, cleaning materials and stationery stock etc. Stocks are
stated on Average cost basis.

2.5 Lease Hold Land
As regards leasehold land, lease rental is written off in equal installments over the period of the lease.

2.6 Receivables
Receivables are stated at the amounts they are estimated to realize, net of provision for bad and doubtful
receivables.

2.7 Provision for Bad and Doubtful Debts.
The provision for bad and doubtful debts is calculated and provided for the accounts as follows: -

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2.8 Cash and cash equivalent
Cash and cash equivalent consist of Investment, cash at banks and cash in hand.

2.9 Deferred Income

Deferred Income consists of the Capital contribution received from the General Treasury for capital
expenditure.

The Deferred Income is recognized as income on a systematic and rational basis over the useful life of the
assets in case of capital grant and amortizes the deferred income set up for capital purchases.

2.10 Retirement Gratuity

Provision has been made in the Financial Statements for retirement gratuities equivalent to an amount
calculated based on a half month’s salary of the month Financial Year of all employees for each for each
completed year of service, commencing from the first year of services. However, under the payment of
Gratuity Act No 12 of 1983, the liability to an employee arises only on completion 5 Years of continued
service.

2.11 Government Grant

2.11.1 Recurrent Grant
The Recurrent Grant received from the government is reflected in the income statement as the source of
income of the CIDA.

2.11.2 Capital Grant
The Capital Grant received from the government in cash and kind has been set up as Deferred Income on a
systematic and rational basis over the useful life of the assets.

The audit of the financial statements of the Construction Industry Development Authority
(“the Authority”) for the year ended 31 December 2021 comprising the statement of
financial position as at 31 December 2021 and the statement of financial performance,
statement of changes in equity and cash flow statement for the year then ended, and notes
to the financial statements, including a summary of significant accounting policies, was
carried out under my direction in pursuance of provisions in Article 154( 1) of the
Constitution of the Démocratic Socialist-Republic of Sri Lanka read in conjunction with
provisions of the National Audit Act No. 19 of 2018 and Finance Act No. 38 of 1971.
My report to Parliament in pursuance of provisions in Article 154 (6) of the Constitution

will be tabled in due éourse.

In my opinion, except for the effects of the matters described in the basis for Qualified
Opinion section of my report, the accompanying financial statements give a true and fair
view of the financial position of the Authority as at 31 December 2021, and of its
financial performance and its cash flows for the year then ended in accordance with Sri
Lanka Public Sector Accounting Standards (SLPSAS).

1.2 Basis for Qualified Opinion

(@)  Sri Lanka Public Sector Accounting Standards (SLPSAS) 9 - Inventories; It
was not possible to observe the physical inventories counting at the end of the

year and cven not satisfied alternative methods to verify the availability of
inventory items held as at 31 December 2021 valued at.Rs. 149,490,346 due to,
the absence of independent ponﬁrmations. This amount included the values of
spares & tools, unsold publications and other stationary items. :

In the meantime, the Committee on Public Enterprises (COPE) held on 06 August
2012 had instructed the officials of the Authority to take action to differentiate the
training items such as spares & tools etc., from the main stocks and revalue those
items yearly. However, the Authority had failed to comply with this instructions
even as at 31 December 2021. Further, although it was promised at the COPE
meeting to dispose the unnecessary items by identifying them by a teamn, the
Authority had not been acted accordingly even by 31 March 2022.

In view of the above, it was unable to express an opinion on the accuracy and the
“fair value of the stocks amounting to Rs.149 million shown in the statement of

financial position as at 31 December 2021.

Action had not been taken to reassess the useful economic life of the fully
depreciated assets costing Rs. 101,113,140 which are continuously used by the
Authority as per the paragraph 65 of the Sri Lanka Public Sector Accounting

_Standards (SLPSAS) 7 - Property, Plant and Equipment. Further, the

estimation error of the useful life of the above fully depreciated assets had not
been rectified and made -adjustments in the financial statements as per the
provisions in SLPSAS 3 - Accounting Policies, Changes in Accounting

Estimates and Errors.

The Authority had not properly coded its fixed assets worth Rs. 745,463,465 as at
31 December 2021 and those codes were not included to the fixed asset register as
enable to correctly identify the value of Property, Plant and Equipment (PPE)

shown in financial statements and carry out the annual asset verification

-accordingly. It was further observed that Authority had not updated its fixed asset
register in line with the values shown in the financial statements by removing

disposed items and adding the newly procured items.

Acc_ording\ to the financial statements submitted for audit, an amount of
Rs.154,045,468 had been invested in fixed deposits, call deposits and treasury
bonds by stating that those investments are withheld for the payment of Gratuity.
“However, these investments (including the call deposits of Rs-30 million) had
remained unchanged for more than 4 years and the interest income received on
these Gratuity investments amounting to Rs. 7.5 million during the year under
review had been treated as income to the Authority without being credited to the

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Standards 19 - “Employee Benefit”,. As a result, the revenue for the year under
review had been overstated by- that amount while understating the gratui ty
provision” by similar amount. :

The Urban Development AUthcrit_y (UDA) has requested the Authority in the year

December 2020 and out of that Rs. 687,517 had remained unsettled for over 10 years as
at the reporting date. Meanwhile, these.balances were remained unchanged even as at 30

April 2022.

(c) A Strategic Plan for the period of 2021 — 2025 and 2022 —2026 had not been prepared
and submitted to audit as per the paragraph 2.3 of- the -GUideljnes on Corporate
Governance for State Owned Entetprisc;'s in order to ensure that clearly defined Key
Performance Indicators (KPIs) are in place and continuous‘_lyf review the execution of that
plan and take corrective measures wherever necessary, so as to achieve the set objectives.
Further, an Action Plan for the year under review and for the forthcoming year had not
been prepared and submitted to audit even as at 30 April 2022 as per the Format given in
Annexure 1 to the Guidelines on Corporate Governance for Sté_te-Owned Enterprises.

i (e) A sur'rflﬁiilers. 'ggjhmillion was received from the G;;éral Treasury lerTﬁg the year 2‘619w
and 2020 in order to providc the Craft Identity Card to the skill craftsmen who dcploying_
in the construction industry. Out of which Rs. 11.3 million had been given as an advance
to the Institute of Information and Communication Technology. (ICTA) in 2019 for the
implementation of this project. Subsequently, the ICTA had repaid a sum of Rs. 9.6
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million of that advance during the year 2021 to the Authority without performing the
agreed tasks and the entire money had remained idle in a bank current account even up to
the end of April 2022 without being used for intendant purpose. Further, the reasons for
unsettled advance payment of Rs. 1.7 million which withheld with ICTA had not been

provided for audit.

(f) A surcharge of Rs. 7,488,762 had been imposed by the Employees Provident Fund (EPF)
due to non-payment of arrears EPF amounting to Rs.14,977,525 related to the period
from 01 January 2006 to 31 May 2011. However, this payable amount of Rs. 22,466,287

had not been remitted to the EPF even as at 30 April 2022.

(8) According to the available information two employees of the Authority had been released
/ attached to then line Ministry during the year 2002 and 2021 respectively in contrary to
the provisions in Section 9.4 of the Public Enterprises Circular for Good Governance No.
PED/12 of 02 June 2003. Further, the salaries and other allowances paid to this officer by
the Authority up to 31 December 2021 had not been computed and reimbursed from the
line Ministry even up to 30 April 2022.

(f)  Service of the Director (Finance) of the Authority has been termi‘naic;d with effect from
31 December 2021 by informing that he was involved ‘in serious misconduct and
misappropriation of public funds while servicing the Authority. However, the Auditor
General had not been informed about the misconduct and misappropriation of public
funds committed by this officer. Furthermore, the Chicf Internal Auditor of the Authority
has resigned from his post with effect from 08 April 2022. However, the Authority had
not taken action to fill those vacancies up to the date of this report.

(g) The then Director General of the Authority had filed a legal case at the Labour Tribunal
owing the termination of his service during the month of January 2021 by claiming a
compensation, an approximate amount of Rs.1,956,538. It was observed in audit that this
is an identified lost to the Authority due to improper and illegal management decision
taken to terminate his service and this post too have been vacant up to 31 March 2021.
